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Abstract

This research is a bibliometric analysis of the development of the Arabic language and its
impact on the contemporary world, with a focus on the growth of academic publications
in recent years (2023-2025) and the study of the main themes in Arabic language research.
The research addresses the trends and patterns in the growth of publications related to the
Arabic language and reviews the main thematic areas associated with it. The results show a

notable increase in Arabic language publications during 2024, indicating a growing global
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interest in the language, which can be attributed to several factors, such as digitisation and
rapid technological developments, including artificial intelligence and natural language
processing. However, the decline in 2025 shows a temporary dip or a shift in focus towards
other areas of research. Prominent areas highlighted in this study include Arabic in
computational linguistics, where research focuses on developing strong Arabic language
models in machine translation and speech recognition systems. The role of the Arabic
language in digital media and education is also discussed, particularly in digital education
and Arabic language learning in non-Arabic-speaking countries. The results suggest that
Arabic will be a key element in global digital communication transformations, enhancing

its role in shaping the academic and digital future.
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
