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Abstract

Academic writing ethics is a fundamental aspect of maintaining scientific integrity in
higher education, particularly in the writing of argumentative essays at the postgraduate
level of Arabic language studies. This study employs a thematic review approach with
three main objectives: (1) to identify key themes related to the application of ethics in
academic writing, (2) to organize themes concerning challenges and strategies in
maintaining objectivity and academic integrity, and (3) to analyze the impact of writing
ethics on the quality of research and Arabic language teaching at the postgraduate level.
Data were collected from reputable journal literature published between 2019—-2025
through Science Direct and Springer Link. The findings reveal that writing ethics is not
merely an administrative compliance but rather a crucial effort in fostering a credible
academic culture. Challenges in the digital era, particularly the use of artificial
intelligence, require integrity literacy to ensure that technology is utilized ethically and
productively. Educational strategies based on critical dialogue and reflective pedagogy
have proven to be more effective than punitive approaches in fostering ethical
awareness. Furthermore, the internalization of writing ethics contributes significantly to
improving the quality of research and teaching in Arabic language studies, especially in

shaping students to be critical, objective, and highly principled.
